INTRODUCTION 

The genus Narcissus Linnaeus (1753) shows its spe-
ciation centre in the Iberian Peninsula, specifically in 
Spain, and is recognised as a group of great taxonomic 
complexity (WEBB, 1980; MATHEW, 2002; AEDO, 2010; 
LÓPEZ-TIRADO, 2019). 

Species of the genus Narcissus show a great floral 
diversity, three different flower forms are known: the 
"Daffodil form" includes the sections Pseudonarcissi 
and Bulbocodii; the "Paperwhite form" includes the sec-
tions Apodanthi, Jonquillae, Juncifolii, Narcissus and 
Tazettae; and the "Triandrus form " includes the section 
Ganymedes (BARRETT & HARDER, 2005). These pat-
terns and forms are associated with groups of pollinators 
(GRAHAM & BARRETT, 2004; BARRETT & HARDER, 
2005). Flower pattern data of different wild species of 
the genus Narcissus (fig. 1) observed and analysed in 
Spain between the periods of February 2017 and 
February 2020 (no voucher / in-situ analysis) are shown 
below.

Species with medium-sized flowers with yellow 

crown and light yellow or creamy white tepals, belon-
ging to Sect. Pseudonarcissi (PUGSLEY, 1933; BLAN-
CHARD, 1990; AEDO, 2013). The flower pattern is of the 
"Daffodil" form (fig. 1f). 

 
Narcissus papyraceus Ker Gawl.

Species with small white flowers, belonging to Sect. 
Tazettae (AEDO, 2013; MARQUÉS & al. 2017). The 
flower pattern is of the "Paperwhite" form (fig. 1g).
